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National Fire/Emergency Services Exploring 
Conference Code of Conduct 

 
1. The post adult leadership (Explorer Advisors and youth leadership) will be responsible for 

maintaining discipline, security, and the conference code of conduct. 

2. Explorers will set good examples by keeping themselves neatly dressed and presentable. 

(Individual post identifying items are encouraged.) A post uniform is encouraged as the seminars 

are “hands on” emergency service skill stations. Getting sweaty and dirty are requirements. 
Long pants are required for any live fire, rapid intervention team, high angle – trench – grain bin – 

confined space – structural collapse rescue, or hazardous materials drills. Knee pads are also 

recommended. 

3. Explorers are expected to attend all scheduled sessions and will sign up for special sessions and 

activities as required. 

4. In consideration of other conference participants, Explorers should be in their rooms and quiet 

from 11 p.m. until 6 a.m., unless otherwise directed by the conference program. No male 

Explorers are allowed at any time in female Explorers' housing areas or vice versa. These policies 

will be strictly enforced. 

5. Participants are urged to use their personal vehicles as little as possible while attending the 

conference, from the points of view of both safety and personal expense. Traffic is congested and 

all necessary transportation for the conference will be provided by the conference transportation 

committee. 

6. Explorers will be responsible for keeping their rooms locked and reasonably clean and neat. They 

are expected to adhere to all University of Illinois policies and regulations and do their share to 

prevent littering of University of Illinois and grounds. 

7. The purchase, possession, and consumption of alcoholic beverages or illegal drugs by youth or 

adult participants are not permitted. This standard applies to all participants, both youth and adult. 

8. Gambling in any form is not permitted. 

9. Possession of firearms or fireworks by adults or youth is prohibited. 

10. Explorers will demonstrate respect for University of Illinois property and be personally responsible 

for cleanliness and any loss, breakage, or theft of property. 

11. Neither the University of Illinois, Exploring, nor Learning for Life will be responsible for the loss, 

breakage, or theft of personal items. Explorers will keep their rooms locked at all times and will 

keep items of value in a safe place. 

12. The post or contingent must obtain the appropriate Learning for Life outing permit, either the local 

permit (for trips of less than 500 miles) or the national permit (for outings of 500 miles or more). 

13. Advisors and Explorers will be guided by the department’s code of conduct and code of ethics 

and will obey all local and state laws. 



14. Serious violations of this code may result in expulsion, at the participant's own expense, from the 

conference. All decisions will be final. 

15. The weather in the Midwest will be warm and humid. All activities are outside and require some 

physical effort. Consumption of water at each session is required. Again: it’s hot and humid – no 

whining!

INTRODUCTION 

 
 

History and Leadership 
The National Fire/Emergency Services Exploring Committee first considered the 
possibility of developing a national event that would be open to all fire/emergency 
services Explorers and Advisors. Garry Briese, executive director of the U.S. Fire 
Administration, served as the conference chairman for both the 2001 and 2003 
conferences. Director Les Bunte, Emergency Services Training Institute, College 
Station, Texas, served as the conference chairman in 2005. The chairman for the 2007 
conference is Director Richard Jaehne, Illinois Fire Service Institute, Champaign, 
Illinois. 
 
 

Objectives 
The objectives of the 2007 National Fire/Emergency Services Exploring Conference are 
to: 
 
1. Provide an opportunity to substantially enrich the program of each 

Fire/Emergency Services post. 
 
2. Help create new Fire/Emergency Services posts. 
 
3. Enhance the level of officer and Advisor performance within existing 

Fire/Emergency Services posts. 
 

4. Promote an exchange of successful post program ideas. 
 
5. Encourage posts to incorporate the five emphasis areas (career, service, 

leadership, life skills, and character education) into their post program planning. 
 
6. Create a positive climate for federal fire/emergency services agencies and 

national fire/emergency services associations to become familiar with 
Fire/Emergency Services Exploring. 

 
7. Provide Fire/Emergency Services Explorers with a format for career and 

educational exploration. 
 
8. Give Explorers an opportunity for recreational and social activities, and for having 

fun. 
 
9. Remember those that gave the ultimate sacrifice to ensure the personal safety of 

every American.

AND PROCEDURES 
 
Web Site and E-Mail

Advisors can use the Web site address to locate the local Learning for Life office. You can do this by 
inputting your zip code. You will be provided with the address and telephone number of the Learning for 
Life office nearest you. 
 
Conference inquiries can be answered through our e-mail address, which is nfeec@lflmail.org. 
 
Who Can Register? 
Registration is open to all Fire/Emergency Services posts that have a minimum of two Explorers 
participating. Posts must meet the appropriate leadership requirements. 
 
Adult Leadership 
All posts must have adult leaders 21 years of age or older who are approved by their local Learning for 
Life office. 
 
Coed posts must have at least one male and one female adult leader 21 years of age or older in 
attendance at the conference. Posts with male members only must have at least one adult male leader in 
attendance that will be housed with the Explorers. Posts with female members must have at least one 
adult female leader in attendance that will be housed with the Explorers. All posts must meet the two-
deep leadership requirements. 
 
These adult leaders must remain on campus while assuming full responsibility for the health, safety, and 
conduct of their Explorers. The leaders will be expected to handle matters referred to them by the 
conference committee. 
 
Adult leaders will be accountable for their personal conduct and example. Violations of the conference 
code of conduct will result in immediate communication with a "home-based supervisor" (chief). Serious 
infractions of rules, regulations, and ordinances will result in immediate removal from the conference. 
 
Confirmation of Attendance 
Posts will receive a letter from the national office once we have received your post deposit of $100 and/or 
$50 deposits. Once your post has received a confirmation letter from the national office accepting receipt 
of $50 deposits, you are confirmed to attend. 
 
Fees 
The post deposit is $100. The conference fee is $350 per participant. 
 



Post Deposit 
A deposit of $100 per post is due as soon as possible with the completed and approved Post 
Reservation/Security Deposit Form. The form should be approved by the local learning for Life office. 
Forward the approved form and deposit (make checks payable to NFEEC) to the national Learning for 
Life office at 1325 West Walnut Hill Lane, Irving, Texas, 75038. Post Reservation/Security Deposit forms 
received without local Learning for Life approval will be returned, delaying the process. 
 
The $100 deposit will initially be used to guarantee housing until March 1 or until conference 
registration has reached capacity. After receipt of individual registrations for the post, it becomes a 
security deposit for fee-paying participants from the post, refundable after the conference (minus any 
damages at University of Illinois or organization that provides housing). The security deposit will be 
applied to lost keys, lost linens, etc. All damage liability is the responsibility of the post. Any damage in 
excess of $100 will be billed to the post. The $100 will be refunded minus any claims, within 45 days of 
the national Learning for Life office receiving the damage charges. This $100 will not be applied toward 
payment of registration fees. Because of expenses incurred by the Exploring program, fire/emergency 
services agencies, and Illinois Fire Services Institute, we are not able to refund the deposit if the post 
does not attend the conference. 
 
On receipt of the Post Reservation/Security Deposit form and deposit, a confirmation packet will be sent 
to the Advisor. All information will be mailed to the listed adult on the Post Reservation Form. 
 
Deposits and/or reservations cannot be accepted after the conference housing has reached its 
capacity. 
 
The process for transmittal of participant payments will be included in your confirmation packet. 
 
Note: All further transactions, fees, rosters, and team competition selection will be conducted directly 
between your post and National Fire/Emergency Services Exploring, 1325 West Walnut Hill Lane, Irving, 
TX 75038. Inaccurate information and incomplete forms will delay processing and may result in 
cancellation. Deadline dates are critical. 
 
Individual $50 Deposits 
A $50-per-person deposit will be due to the national Learning for Life office by March 1, 2007, or before 
conference capacity has been reached. This is a nonrefundable deposit to posts confirmed to attend the 
conference. The balance of fees, along with individual registration forms and Team/Drill Competition 
Selection Form, will be due at the national Learning for Life office by April 20, 2007. The $50 individual 
deposit will hold a space for the individual until April 20. After April 20 alternate posts and any new posts 
will have the opportunity to register until capacity has been reached. 
 
Individual registrations that have full fees paid and canceled before April 20, 2007, will lose a $50 
administrative fee per person pending written notification of cancellation. Individual registrations canceled 
after the housing guarantee date of April 20, 2007, will lose their total fee. 
 
The fee includes lodging for four nights; 11 meals, beginning with dinner on Monday, June 18, 2007, and 
ending with breakfast on Friday, June 22, 2007; and the conference program fees. The national fee does 
not include transportation. 
 
Confirmation of Participation 
Posts will receive final confirmation with receipt of full payment and all paperwork, to include the 
Housing/Check-In Roster, Explorer and Adult Medical/Registration Forms, and Team/Drill Competition 
Registration. Forms must be submitted before conference capacity is reached. Partial fee payments 
will not be accepted. 
 
Until team competition has reached capacity, posts who have submitted the Team/Drill Competition 
Selection forms and individual registration/health forms with total fees paid, can be confirmed for team 
and/or drill competitions. Thereafter, confirmed posts may participate in all other activities except team 



competitions. The Team/Drill Competition Selection Form for confirmed posts is due at the national office 
by April 20, 2007. 
 
Registrations with properly completed forms and on-time fees will be accepted on a first-come, first-
served basis. The limit of the number of Explorers and adults attending the conference is well above the 
team competition capacity. 
 
It is important to remember that all communications with your post will be sent to the name 
indicated on the Post Reservation/Security Deposit Form. If the name of the individual changes, it 
is the responsibility of the post to communicate that change, including transfer of materials and 
forms already mailed or processed. We will attempt to send returned mail to the 
department/agency listed. 
 
Cancellation and Refund Policy 
Refund policies on the $100 post deposit and $50 individual deposits can be found under “Fees.” Posts 
can request a refund on fees paid in addition to the deposits, in writing, prior to April 20, 2007. In the 
event of an individual cancellation before April 20, 2007, all but $50 will be returned per person pending 
written notification of cancellation. Cancellations on or after April 20, 2007, will lose the entire fee. A post 
arriving on-site with fewer participants will forfeit all fees. 
 
 

ACCOMMODATIONS 
 
University of Illinois Urbana Facts 
The Illinois Fire Institute is located at the southwestern portion of the University of Illinois campus. The 
competitive events and seminars will be held on the grounds of the designated state fire academy and 
temperatures can range from 75° to 90° with moderate to high humidity. 
 
Rooms 
The adult leader listed on the reservation form will receive the check-in roster for the post to complete. 
The university will assign Explorers and leaders to their rooms based on the check-in roster. If the check-
in roster is not submitted by the post, housing will be assigned and no options on housing can be 
accommodated. Partial room assignments will be filled by Explorers or adults from other posts. All 
housing will be by post. 
 
Posts will be housed in air-conditioned university dorms and will dine in the Florida Avenue Residence 
dining hall which is also air conditioned. Participants will be housed two per room. Bathrooms are located 
in each dorm or room. Coed posts must provide coed leadership. Each participant will receive a pillow, 
blanket, sheets, and towels. Adults could be housed in separate dorms. 
 
Upon check-in, each Advisor will be asked to complete a room status and inventory form. This 
acknowledges responsibility for all items and the condition of the room. Any damage to the room or Illinois 
Fire Services Institute property will be assessed at checkout. 
 
Room keys will be issued by residence hall personnel. Based on a key combination, you are responsible 
for any lost key charge. Advisors will collect keys and return them to residence hall personnel at the end 
of the conference. A signed receipt for keys is recommended. Replacement cost for each lost key is 
$25.00. 
 
Accommodations for People with Disabilities 
Most facilities have accommodations for people with disabilities. Requests for special accommodations 
should be included on the roster form you will receive in your confirmation packet. Some requirements 
could require additional costs. 
 



Meals 
All meals will be served in the University of Illinois Urbana-Champaign or Fire School. Meal credentials 
will be issued during registration. Meals will begin with dinner on Monday, June 18, and end with 
breakfast on Friday, June 22. The meal schedule will be as follows: 
 

• Breakfast: 6:00 AM – 8:00 AM 
• Lunch: 11:30 AM – 1:00 PM 
• Dinner: 5:00 PM – 7:00 PM 

 
Parking 
Parking on campus is very limited and you must have completed a “Conference Guest Parking 
Application” for each vehicle. The institute strictly enforces designated no-parking areas. 
 
Security, Communications, and Health Services 
A conference security/health office will be located on campus to serve you. 
 
University of Illinois regulations and city ordinances require that buildings be evacuated when fire alarms 
are activated. Failure to evacuate when directed may result in criminal prosecution. 
 
Warning: People who willfully activate a fire alarm without justification will be arrested and prosecuted to 
the fullest extent of the law. 
 
Emergency phone numbers will be provided at a later date for family members of conference participants: 
Only family members with family emergencies should use these numbers. On-campus medical and 
security emergency contact numbers for participants will be issued during on-site conference registration. 
 
A Medical Health/Consent Form is required of ALL participants. Parent's/guardian's signature is also 
required for those younger than 18. These forms must be submitted by April 20, 2007. The Explorer or 
Advisor should keep a copy. Those participating in the “hands on” seminars entering controlled fire and 
smoke conditions shall meet the medical requirements listed in the Occupational Safety and Health 
Administration Regulations 29CFR1910.123 App. A,B,C. The records of this Respiratory Fitness Physical 
and Fit Test shall be on file with the local post or contingent just as required of all firefighters in the United 
States. 
 
(Google 29CFR1910.134 – click on PDF Occupational Safety and Health Admin., Labor 1910.134 and 
view as HTML. Scroll to each appendix, pages 432, 442, and 443.) 
 

Possession of Firearms 
Illinois state law and University of Illinois regulations prohibit the possession of firearms on the campus by 
anyone other than duly authorized fire/emergency services officers having jurisdiction on the campus as 
provided by law. The possession of firearms by anyone on campus is not allowed. Firearms must be 
approved by the Campus Police Chief. 
 
Conference Attire and Uniform Regulations 
Post uniforms are the appropriate attire. Daytime dress for the conference is generally casual; however, 
we must keep in mind that members of the media will be on hand during the week. Daytime attire may 
include shorts and T-shirts.  
 
Explorers participating in team competition are asked to compete in uniform. Turn-out gear (boots, pants, 
coat, helmet, gloves, hood and SCBA minus the cylinder) should be brought by participants for 
competition and the numerous “hands on” seminars. TSA will not allow SCBA cylinders on board an 
aircraft. Scott 2.2 or 4.5 technology will be the likely available units. MSA and Survivair will be sought but 
are not a guarantee. 
 
 



CRITIQUE 
We hope you take every advantage of the campus area. It is difficult to find an institution that has the 
facilities to make it available to the Fire/Emergency Services Exploring conference. Every conference 
location has attractions as well as challenges.

SECTION III 
 

COMPETITIONS AND SEMINARS 
 

COMPETITION 
Competition is divided into two categories: team and individual. 
 
The purpose of the competition at the 2007 National Fire/Emergency Services Exploring Conference is to 
serve as a learning experience. The guidelines contained herein are intended to be used by posts to train 
their Explorers before the conference as part of the post program in the practical service subjects covered 
by the competition areas. 
 

Team Competition Guidelines 
• All events will have a maximum of four members per team. Each team must be made up of two to 

four Explorers. Posts should recognize that most competitions are designed for four-member 
teams. 

 
• Posts will determine their own team composition, although a team may not be composed of 

Explorers from more than one post or Learning for Life local office. 
 

• Participation in competitions is scheduled by post only; therefore, Learning for Life contingents 
will not be able to register in competitions as a post. 

 
• Explorers may not compete on more than one team. Adults may not compete. 

 
• The competition committee will assign teams to competition time blocks randomly by computer. 

The team events will remain unknown until the team signs in for its scheduled block of time at the 
competition office. 

 
• All events are role-playing scenarios. 

 
• Generally, each event will include a briefing, the scenario, and a report phase and will conclude 

with a critique of the event. 
 

• Each post entering the team competition must complete the team competition box of the Team 
Competition Selection Form (in Section IV) and return it to the national office no later than April 
20, 2007. 

 
• Advisors may observe the critique portion of the event but not the actual scenario. 

 
• Explorers competing in team events should wear their uniforms and protective gear. Note that 

turn-out gear is the only protective gear you will need to bring, that is, boots, pants, coat, helmet, 
gloves, hood and SCBA minus the cylinder. 

 



Post/Team Scheduling 
• No post will compete in more than four team competition events. 
• A post may field a maximum of four independent teams. 
• Any one team may compete in one or a maximum of two team competitions.

Example: Three teams from Post 007 will be assigned to team competitions as follows: 

 
Team A = 2 competitions 
Team B = 1 competition 
Team C = 1 competition 

 

Scoring and Awards 
• Each event will be judged on an objective scale of 1 to 100.  
• Score results will remain confidential until after the conference closing program, at which time the 

score sheets will be available to the post at a designated location. 
 

Team Events 
There will be eight team events, each sponsored by an agency with considerable expertise in the 
respective event subject. The events will be as follows: 
 
1. CPR and Movement 
2. Spinal Immobilization and Move 
3. Arson Investigation 
4. Bunker Gear and SCBA Relay 
5. Room Search 
6. Paramedic Biking Competition 
7. Make & Break 
8. Ladder Raise 
 

Event: CPR and Movement 
Given a patient, perform an initial patient evaluation, begin CPR and move the patient while performing 
CPR through a series of obstacles simulating movement to the ambulance. A recording mannequin will 
be used. 
 

Event: Spinal Immobilization and Move 
Given a patient, perform an initial patient evaluation using a long backboard, cervical collar and straps. 
Place the patient on the long backboard, immobilize the patient and move the patient through a series of 
obstacles simulating movement to the ambulance. 
 



Event: Arson Investigation 
A scene will present the team with multiple possibilities for arson scenarios. The team must identify as 
many possibilities as possible and develop as complete an initial investigation report as time allows. 
 

Event: Bunker Gear and SCBA Relay 
A relay for speed in relay sequence: Each team member must bunker up (boots, pants, coat, gloves, 
hood, and helmet); properly put on the SCBA (type to be decided); walk the course; return to start; and 
continue the relay. Teams may furnish their own gear and SCBA. (Requires judge’s approval to use.) 
 

Event: Room Search 
In full bunker gear and “on air” with an SCBA, the team must search a structure, locate the victim, and 
remove the victim (IR not allowed). 
 

Event: Paramedic Biking Competition 
Using provided mountain bikes, team must successfully complete simulated off-road and urban course. 
Team will need to conduct an initial patient evaluation on a simulated patient. 
 

Event: Make & Break 
The four-person team will perform the following evolution:  using three sections of 2-1/2 inch fire hose 
(NST), connect the hose to a water source, connect the sections together, place a straight tip nozzle on 
the last section, open the water flow, and knock down a target using the water flowing from the nozzle. 
Judging will be for safety and speed and will be timed. Hose connections need to be complete and hand 
tight to handle the pressure of the water. Team members are required to wear a minimum of a helmet, fire 
gloves, and turn out boots. 
 

Event: Ladder Raise 
The four-person team will safely move a 28 ft. extension ladder from a starting point, maneuvering it 
around obstacles, and eventually raising it against a wall.  The ladder must be safely raised and footed.  
One team member will climb the ladder and contact a target that will end the timing. Judging will be for 
safety, speed and accuracy in following directions. All team members will wear bunker gear. 
 

Individual Events 
The purpose of individual events is, once again, to provide a learning experience for the participants. 
Some events involve head-on competition; others involve competing against a standard and do not result 
in an overall winner. 
 
Individual events may include the following: 
1. One-Person CPR 
2. Candidate Physical Ability Test (CPAT) 
3. Written Examination 
4. Initial Size-Up and Incident Command 
5. Wildfire Shelter Deployment 
6. Bunker Gear and SCBA 
7. Drill Competition 
8. Hose Race 
 



Event: One-Person CPR 
Given a patient, perform an initial patient evaluation, begin CPR and maintain for five minutes. A 
recording mannequin will be used. 
 

Event: Candidate Physical Ability Test 
This test has recently been approved to be the national physical ability test for candidates seeking 
employment in the fire service. 
 
The CPAT consists of eight separate events. This test is a sequence of events that requires the candidate 
to progress along a predetermined path from event to event in a continuous manner. This is a pass/fail 
test based on a validated maximum total time of 10 minutes and 20 seconds. 
 
In these events, the candidate wears a 50-pound (22.68-kg) vest to simulate the weight of self-contained 
breathing apparatus (SCBA) and firefighter protective clothing. An additional 25 pounds (11.34-kg), using 
two 12.5-pound (5.67-kg) weights that simulate a high-rise pack (hose bundle), is added for the stair climb 
event. 
 
Throughout all events, the candidate must wear long pants, a hard hat with chinstrap, work gloves and 
footwear with no open heel or toe. 
 
The events are placed in a sequence that best simulates their use in a fire scene. To ensure the highest 
level of safety and to prevent candidate from exhaustion, no running is allowed between events. 
 
The CPAT includes eight sequential events as follows: 
 
• Stair Climb 
• Hose Drag 
• Equipment Carry 
• Ladder Raise and Extension 
• Forcible Entry 
• Search 
• Rescue 
• Ceiling Breach and Pull 
 
Depending on available resources, some section(s) of the Candidate Physical Ability Test may be 
eliminated. 
 

Event: Written Examination 
You are interested in becoming a firefighter. The examination will provide sample questions and will last 
one hour. Explorers wanting to take this sample test should arrive anytime during the scheduled time for 
individual events. Not an award event but is offered for the experience. 
 

Event: Initial Size-Up and Incident Command 
Explorer will act as the officer of an initially arriving engine company. In this role, the Explorer will be 
presented with a visual scenario and will be evaluated on the ability to provide a verbal initial size-up, 
assume incident command and describe initial fire ground operations. 
 



Event: Wildfire Shelter Deployment 
A timed event to allow the competitor to remove the shelter from its storage bag and properly deploy the 
shelter to protect the user from wildfire over-run. 
 

Event: Bunker Gear and SCBA 
A timed event. The Explorer must bunker up (boots, pants, coat, gloves, hood, and helmet) and properly 
put on SCBA. Individuals may furnish their own bunker gear and SCBA (requires judge’s approval). 
 

Event: Drill Competition 
Participation 
Each post entering drill competition must indicate in Block II, Drill Competition, on the Team Competition 
Selection form. 
 
Teams may vary in size from five to nine members. The first-, second-, and third-place units will receive a 
trophy. Post registration is required; the Team Competition Selection form found on page 31 must be 
completed. 
 
Narrative 
The objective of drill is to: 
A. Move a unit from one place to another in a standard, orderly manner. 
B. Teach discipline by instilling habits of precision and automatic response to orders. 
C. Increase the confidence of subordinate leaders through exercise of command, by the giving of 

proper commands and by the control of drilling members of a unit. 
 
Explorer units (squads) may compete in the drill competition as outlined below. Instructions regarding the 
competition (how to drill) are forthcoming. It is recommended that Explorer posts interested in competing 
solicit the assistance of active-duty, retired, or former Marines, or members of the organized Marine 
Corps Reserve. 
 
Competition: The competition consists of three phases: 
A. Uniform inspection 
 1. Unit leader forming the unit for inspection/drill 
 2. The inspector shall look for 
  a. Neatness 
  b. Uniform serviceability 
  c. Grooming 
  d. Unit uniformity 
 A first-place trophy will be awarded for uniform appearance. 
B. Stationary drill (i.e., left- and right-face, about-face) 
 1. Emphasis on voice command 
 2. Correct movements by the unit members responding to commands 
 
 The senior inspector shall randomly select a member of the unit to drill the unit. 
 
C. Drill (i.e., march to the oblique, column movement, march to the flank) 
 1. Emphasis on voice control 
 2. Correct movements by the unit 
 
 The senior inspector shall randomly select a member of the unit to drill the unit. 
 
 



Seminars 
A wide range of emergency response skills sessions will be offered as walk-in events. In order to provide 
adequate staff and equipment, a seminar survey shall be provided with an acknowledgement of 
conditions when posts are officially registered. Sections of some options below may be cancelled if 
insufficient interest is expressed in the survey. 
 
Emergency response IS a team sport…a minimum of two participants or buddy system is required in the 
“hands on” skill sessions. The “buddy” can be from another post. The team can be as many as six. The 
“hands on” seminars are NOT competitive events. 
 
All activities are on the site with less than three minutes walk time to each event or seminar. Participants 
should take their gear wherever they go on site. Should a seminar be full that doesn’t require gear, a 
seminar that does may be 100 feet away without a waiting line.

EXPLORING CONFERENCE GUIDELINES 

 

Conference Fees 
The fee for the 2007 National Fire/Emergency Services Exploring Conference is $350 per participant. A Post Reservation/Security 
Deposit Form with a $100 security deposit per post is required. Deposits and individual reservations will be accepted until the 
conference housing has reached its capacity. The Post Reservation/Security Deposit form must be submitted through the local 
Learning for Life office for approval before forwarding to the national Learning for Life office with the $100 deposit. (Checks should be 
payable to NFEEC, and not to your local office.)  
 
Post Reservation/Security Deposit Forms received directly from posts by the national Learning for Life office without local 
Learning for Life approval will be returned, delaying the process. (See Section II of the Guidebook.) 
 
Upon receipt of the Reservation/Security Deposit Form, the Advisor listed on the post reservation form will receive a confirmation 
packet including additional registration information, travel advisories, and program information. Remaining fees ($50 individual deposits 
and $300 final fees) do not need to be approved through or processed through the local office; rather, the fees should be submitted 
directly to the national office at the address on the Fee Transmittal Form. It is imperative that the Fee Transmittal Form accompanies all 
fees (with the exception of the initial $100 deposit). The process for transmittal of participant payments will be included in your 
confirmation packet. 
 
To be a confirmed participant, the total fees with individual registration forms must be submitted before conference capacity is reached. 
 
Competitions will be scheduled for confirmed posts upon receipt of full fees, the Competition Selection Form, and all individual 
registration/health forms. All forms and final fees are due in the national office by April 20, 2007. 
 
Team/Drill competitions could reach capacity before April 20. Thereafter, confirmed posts may participate in all other activities except 
scheduled competitions. 
 
Refund/Cancellation Policy 
The $100 post deposit will initially be used to guarantee housing until March 1 or until conference registration has reached capacity. 
After receipt of individual registrations for the post, it becomes a security deposit for fee-paying participants from the post, refundable 
after the conference (minus any damages at University of Illinois). The security deposit will be applied to lost keys, lost linens, etc. All 
damage liability is the responsibility of the post. Should the damage be in excess of $100, it will be billed to the post. The $100 will be 
refunded, minus any claims, within 45 days of the national Learning for Life office receiving University of Illinois billing and pending 
completion of the damage checklist by both the post Advisor and University of Illinois personnel. This $100 will not be applied toward 
payment of registration fees. Posts are confirmed only until the date of the next payment due.  
 
With payment of your individual fees we will confirm your post’s participation. Once participation is confirmed, the individual deposits 
($50 per person) are nonrefundable. Individual registrations canceled after the University of Illinois guarantee date of April 20, 2007, 
will lose their total fee. After April 20 alternate posts will have the opportunity to register until capacity has been reached. 
 
Because of expenses incurred by the Exploring program, fire/emergency service agencies, and University of Illinois, we are not able to 
refund the post deposit or individual deposits if the post does not attend the conference. Individual registration cancellations will lose 
their $50 individual deposits. After April 20, all guaranteed registrations to University of Illinois will lose their total fee payment.

youth leadership) will be responsible for maintaining 

discipline, security, and the conference code of 

conduct. 

 

2. Explorers will set good examples by keeping 

themselves neatly dressed and presentable. 

(Individual post identifying items are encouraged.) 

A post uniform is encouraged as the seminars are 

“hands on” emergency service skill stations. 

Getting sweaty and dirty are requirements. Long 

pants are required for any live fire, rapid 

intervention team, high angle – trench – grain bin – 

confined space – structural collapse rescue, or 

hazardous materials drills. Knee pads are also 

recommended. 

 

3. Explorers are expected to attend all scheduled 

sessions and will sign up for special sessions and 

activities as required. 

 

4. In consideration of other conference participants, 

Explorers should be in their rooms and quiet from 

11 p.m. until 6 a.m., unless otherwise directed by 

the conference program. No male Explorers are 

allowed at any time in female Explorers' housing 

areas or vice versa. These policies will be strictly 

enforced.
